This Transfer Agreement and Degree Planning Guide has been reviewed and approved by the officials at the above named institutions. Its purpose is to facilitate a smooth transfer for Sinclair Community College Associate of Science Degree in Business Administration (A.S.) students to Morehead State University’s Bachelor of Business Administration (BBA). 

Sinclair Community College students from the Business Technologies Division who successfully complete all the courses in the Degree Planning Guide and who apply for and receive the Associate Degree in Business Administration from Sinclair Community College may transfer and apply all courses toward the Bachelor of Business Administration at Morehead State University.  Upon completion and transfer, students will receive the Sinclair Guarantee of Transfer Credit, will have completed the Ohio Transfer Module, and will be awarded junior status at Morehead State University. 

Graduates from the Business Technologies Division at Sinclair Community College with an Associate of Science in Business Administration, seeking to transfer into the College of Business at Morehead State University, must also satisfy the following:
1) The Sinclair student from the Business Technologies Division, planning to enter Morehead State University and be admitted as a Business major in the College of Business, must have an overall grade point average of 2.25 or higher.

This agreement will be in effect on the date indicated and continue for a period of two (2) years.  If either institution should change any of the curriculum requirements, that institution must notify the other institution one (1) academic year in advance of the change and permit students in progress to complete the program under which they originally entered.
