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Admission to the B.F.A. 
in Creative Writing Program for Current Students

Admission to the BFA degree program is based on the following:  
· Successful completion of ENG 100 Writing and ENG 293 Introduction to Creative Writing
· A 3 to 5 page introductory essay which addresses why the student wants to pursue the BFA degree and discusses preparations made for the study of the art and craft of writing thus far. 
· A 10-page Portfolio
· Application Form
Current MSU students who want to be considered for the BFA should be aware that entry into the BFA program is competitive and the standards of admission are high

Portfolio
The portfolio must be submitted no later than the fifth week of the semester in which the student applies to the program. The student may use revised work submitted in previous writing courses.  Fiction and non-fiction must be double-spaced and in 12-point type. All works should be titled. 

The portfolios will be reviewed by a committee comprised of the creative writing faculty, two additional faculty members, and/or outside reviewers from the creative writing community.   The student’s acceptance to the B.F.A. program will be dependent upon the recommendation of this committee.  The student will be notified via letter or email of the results of the recommendation.  No student will be permitted to declare a major in creative writing (B.F.A.) without being invited through this process. All portfolios will be retained for our files and will not be returned.  Students are encouraged to keep copies for themselves.



Applications will be judged by the following criteria:
· Creative/Artistic quality of the creative writing.
· Technical quality of the writing.
· Originality of ideas.
· Varied technical approach in the writing.
· Knowledge of craft elements. 
· Potential to thrive in the rigors of the program.
Procedure
I. Applicants leave portfolio, introductory essay and application form with the Department of English by the required deadline. (Seven copies of all information should also be provided).

II. Upon completion of the review, the office will inform students by email and letter. 

III. Students not accepted to the B.F.A. may reapply in the next academic year.  While there is no restriction on the number of times a student may apply to the B.F.A. program, it is recommended that students apply no more than twice before considering other options.  Students should understand that a second non-acceptance to the B.F.A program is a strong indicator that continued applications will likely be unsuccessful.  


IV. Applicants in their Senior year of undergraduate study at the time of application will not be eligible for the program.
