Additional
information regarding the audition is attached. Nominations, recommendations, and audition
recordings are due by October 12.

In order to qualify for nomination to these fine ensembles, wind players should exhibit a fine
characteristic tone on their instrument and should be proficient in the keys of concert B-flat, E-flat,
F, and A-flat. Percussionists should be capable of performing on snare drum, bass drum, cymbals,
accessories, and/or mallets and timpani. Because at this stage of development, student range is
often a consideration, please indicate which part assignment best suits each of your band members.

We hope that you will accept our invitation to nominate students for membership into the
Tri-State Middle School Honor Bands. It is our intent to offer to you and your students the very
best musical experience possible. We welcome your response and look forward to sharing an
exciting day of music making with your exceptional students.
