    Chemical Dependency Certification 
 Classes Offered in Spring 2008  
 

MSU’s Social Work Program now offers classes 
in substance abuse counseling at its Prestons-
burg campus.  
 

Certification as a chemical dependency counselor 
in Kentucky involves the completion of 270 class-
room hours, 6,000 hours of paid experience 
(including 300 under the direct supervision of a 
certified alcohol and drug counselor), and suc-
cessful completion of a written and oral exam. 
Each of MSU’s five Chemical Dependency Certifi-
cation classes satisfies state certification require-
ments in regards to classroom hours.  
 

To enroll, students must have an undergraduate 
degree in Social Work, Sociology, Psychology, or 
a related field and be admitted as an MSU gradu-
ate student.  Those with degrees in other fields 
can apply for special permission into the program.

The first will appear in the Journal of 
Social Work Education and deals with homophobia 
among undergraduate Social Work students. Based on a 
sample of college students from 12 colleges, findings link 
comfort with homosexuals to the contextual factors of  
conversations with homosexuals and the homophobia of 
peers and family members. Acceptance of conservative 
religious maxims and traditional gender role beliefs also predicted stu-
dent comfort with gays and lesbians.   

Additionally, Dr. Swank and former undergraduate student, Holly Haywood , 
had a paper accepted for publication in Violence and Victims. The study found 
that college students are more likely to blame rape victims when they have au-
thoritarian parents, minimize the extent of contemporary sexism, and have 
higher levels of hostility toward women.
