ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES:

The comprehensive exit exam assessment will be conducted as follows:

I.
Thesis Option:  The student MUST complete and defend a thesis (6 credit hours) as follows:

1. Students who are unconditionally admitted to the master’s program should enroll for thesis credit only after thorough consultation with their graduate advisor (chairperson of thesis) and only after a minimum of nine (9) hours of graduate credit.  It is recommended that the duration for thesis research be for two consecutive semesters or one semester and two consecutive summer sessions.  A grade of "IP" will be recorded until successful completion of the thesis.

2. The student shall select 3 graduate committee members and arrange a meeting with the committee to discuss and develop the thesis topic no later than three weeks after enrollment for thesis credit.

3. In the first meeting, the student shall present his or her research topic, review of literature supporting the research, and initial research methodology (a draft copy of the research proposal must be delivered to the committee one week prior to the meeting to provide adequate review time for the committee members).  At the meeting, the committee members will provide feedback to the student as to the quality and relevance of the research proposal.  Further meetings will be arranged, if necessary, to provide assistance and directions while the student is conducting the thesis research.

4. Six weeks prior to student's requested graduation date, the student shall circulate a copy of the completed thesis to all committee members for their review and possible revisions/ modifications (first reading).  Graduate committee members should review and return the draft copy within 10 working days.

5. After revisions, the student shall circulate the revised copy to the thesis committee three weeks prior to the thesis submission deadline set forth by the University Graduate Programs (second reading).

6. The student shall make final corrections/revisions prior to his or her presentation and defense to the thesis committee.

7. The student shall arrange this final meeting at least one week prior to the thesis submission deadline set forth by the University Graduate Programs.

8. Upon successful completion, the thesis shall be signed and forwarded to the University Graduate Programs.   One bound copy shall be forwarded to the CCL library, one to Industrial Education & Technology Department, and one to the thesis committee chair.

II. Non-Thesis (Comprehensive Exam) Option

1. In the last semester of the student’s graduate study, the student shall schedule a time in order to take the written part of the Comprehensive Examination three weeks prior to the expected date of graduation.  

2. The written Comprehensive Examination shall include essay questions from the Core, Technical, and Approved Elective courses prepared by the student’s graduate committee (A passing score for written exam is 70% or higher). 

3. In order to prepare for the comprehensive exam, and upon the student’s request, the committee members will provide directions and guidance in order to aid the student preparation. 

4. A week after successful completion of the written exam, the graduate committee shall convene for the student’s oral defense.

5. Upon successful completion of the written and oral comprehensive examination, the appropriate completion forms will be forwarded to the University Graduate Programs with notification to the student.

6. Should a student fail to successfully complete the Written and Oral Assessment, the graduate committee shall prescribe the necessary recommendations.
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
