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Application for “Greek Chapter of the Year” Award

Interfraternity/Panhellenic/National Pan-Hellenic Councils

Eligibility:  Chapters must have a 2.50+ cumulative GPA for the previous semester, be free of any social probation (or have made appropriate restitution as determined by the Dean of Students), be in good financial standing with IFC, PHC or NPHC, have attended (or been excused from) all events deemed mandatory by either IFC, PHC or NPHC since the last Greek Awards program and be current in all paperwork required by the Office of Student Activities, Inclusion & Leadership Development at the time of application.

This award is designed to recognize a chapter which has performed well overall.  The award recognizes such areas as chapter programming, involvement within the community and the campus, service, membership recruitment and education, and financial management.  Two awards will be give, one for fraternities, one for sororities.  
This application should be submitted in essay form.  Supporting documents should not be larger than 8½”X11”.  The application should include responses to the questions below, letters of recommendation, and any supporting materials (flyers, newspaper articles, press releases, etc.) that you may want to add.  Please keep in mind that you must submit three complete copies of the award application (one for each judge).

All applications become the property of Morehead State University and will not be returned.  They will be placed in the Greek organizations archives after they are judged.  Applications must be submitted by Friday, March 9, 2012.

The following questions must be answered.  The total possible points for each category are listed.

A. Chapter Programming.  Describe in essay form how your chapter programs and activities adhere to and promote the principles and ideals of your fraternity/sorority.  Please list those principles and/or ideals and expound upon them.  (25 points possible)

B. Alumni Program. Briefly describe the chapter’s alumni program, activities sponsored by the chapter for alumni, and include any printed material relating to your alumni program.  You might want to include a letter of recommendation from your alumni advisor or alumni association president.  (20 points possible)

C. Chapter Advisory Board.  List chapter advisors, including their addresses and occupations.  Briefly describe advisory contact, frequency and types, with chapter and chapter officers.  (20 points possible)

D. Finances.  List any bylaws or procedures used in collection of receivables, any procedures used for accumulating reserves, and include any other financially related materials.  (20 points possible)

E. Membership Recruitment Program. Briefly describe the chapter’s recruitment program, including activities and budget for each semester.  (20 points possible)

F. New Member/Associate Member Education Program.  Provide a week-by-week schedule of new member activities and responsibilities.  Describe projects and accomplishments for the semester and year.  (25 points possible)

G. Scholarship.  Give the chapter’s composite active GPA for each semester.  What programs are in place to improve the chapter’s GPA?  For the New Members’ GPA?  What incentives and awards are given for highest GPA?  Most improved GPA? What programs are in place to help members with low GPA’s?  Does the alumni association offer any scholarships, etc.?  (25 points possible)

H. Chapter’s Participation in Campus Activities, Campus Awards and Honors.  List any honors or awards the chapter has received this year.  Briefly describe your chapter’s participation in Greek-related and other University activities.  (25 points possible)

I. Letters of Recommendation.  Include letters from various individuals with whom the chapter has had contact.  Suggestions would be volunteer national officers, University personnel, advisors, alumni, parents, and community representatives.  (25 points possible)

J. Social Programs.  Provide a calendar of the social events held by the chapter during the year and briefly explain any unusual or highly successful functions.  Does the chapter do “Brotherhood/Sisterhood” activities?  If so, what types?  (5 points possible)

K. Local, Regional, and/or National Conference Participation.  Does your chapter send delegates to different types of Greek conferences?  If so, how many members attend?  What types of conference?  If a national, do you attend your regional and national conferences?  Who goes and how many members attend?  (15 points possible)

L. Individual Members’ Participation in Other Organizations.  List chapter members and the organizations to which they belonged during the year.  (15 points possible)
