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Application for Greek Man/Woman of the Year Award
Interfraternity/Panhellenic/National Pan-Hellenic Councils

This award is designed to recognize an individual who not only has given service to his/her fraternity/sorority but has also made a significant contribution to the University and the community.  The nominee must be at least a second year student, have a 2.75+ cumulative GPA, be a full-time student in good academic and social standing with his/her chapter and Morehead State University.  
This nomination should be submitted in essay form.  Supporting documents should not be larger than 8½x11 inches.  The application should include responses to the questions below, letters of recommendation and any supporting materials (flyers, newspaper articles, press releases, etc.) that you may want to add.  Please keep in mind that you must submit three copies of the award application (one for each judge).

All applications become the property of Morehead State University and will not be returned.  They will be placed in the Greek organizations archives after they are judged.  Applications must be submitted by Friday, March 9, 2012.

The following questions must be answered.  The total possible points for each category are listed.

I. Greek Involvement (25 points possible)

A. Chapter. Please describe the applicant/nominee’s involvement within your own fraternity/sorority chapter.  Indicate any offices held, committees served on, or other significant contributions to the applicant/ nominee’s chapter.  Has he or she received any special awards and/or recognition?

B. National organization.  Indicate the applicant/nominee’s involvement with his or her national organization, if any, including any special awards and/or recognition received.

C. IFC/Panhellenic/National Pan-Hellenic. Describe your involvement with the campus IFC, Panhellenic, or National Pan-Hellenic Council.  Indicate any offices held, committees served on, or other significant contributions to the council.

II. Campus Involvement (30 points possible)

A. Describe the applicant/nominee’s involvement in any extracurricular activities in the campus community.  To what organizations does he or she belong?  Does he or she hold any officer positions within these organizations?  In what ways has he or she  made a positive impact on the campus community?

B. Describe the applicant/nominee’s relationship with MSU’s faculty and staff.  What has been his or her interaction with University administrators?

C. Has he or she received any special awards and/or recognition within the University community?

III. Community Involvement (25 points possible)

Describe the applicant/nominee’s involvement within the Morehead community or his/her hometown.  Is he or she a member of any community organizations?  Is he or she involved in any community extracurricular activities, outreach programs, etc?  Has he or she received any awards or special recognition within the community? 
IV. Academic Achievements (15 points possible)

Have the applicant/nominee’s received any special recognition or honors for academic achievement?  Is he or she a member of any honor or recognition society?  

V. Personal (10 points possible)

Tell us why the applicant/nominee’s should be considered as Greek Man/Woman of the Year.  What personal attributes does he or she possess?  What are his or her goals and objectives?
