Eligibility:  Chapters must have a 2.50+ cumulative GPA for the previous semester, be free of any social probation (or have made appropriate restitution as determined by the Dean of Students), be in good financial standing with IFC, PHC or NPHC, have attended (or been excused from) all events deemed mandatory by either IFC, PHC or NPHC since the last Greek Awards program and be current in all paperwork required by the Office of Student Activities, Inclusion and Leadership Development at the time of application.

This award recognizes outstanding programming efforts by fraternities and sororities whose audience is intended to include more than just Greeks.  Programs should be of an educational nature, either passive or active education, not related to philanthropy or social activity.  Activities may be one-time events, or a series of related programs on a given topic or topics.  Applications will be evaluated on number of participants, impact of the program, creativity of the function and the method of assessing participants after the event was over.  All applications become the property of Morehead State University and will not be returned.  They will be placed in the Greek organizations archives after they are judged.  Applications must be submitted by Friday, March 9, 2012.
