2008 MLK Civil Rights Scrapbook Competition

I. Competition Purpose

The purpose of the scrapbook competition is to provide a pictorial view of the civil rights movement. 2008 Theme: “ The Civil Rights Movement, key places, events, and people.”
II. Eligibility for Entry

A. Entries are limited to one per class or one per student club/organization.

B. The entry and entry form must be submitted by January 10, 2008 at 4:30 P.M.

III. Procedures

A. Prepare scrapbook. The Scrapbook may only contain materials related to the civil rights movement. 

B. Review the scrapbook competition checklist to ensure that all guidelines are

followed and all elements are included.

C. Scrapbooks must be delivered to the Office of Multicultural Student Services no later than January 10, 2008 at 4:30 P.M.

D.  The 2008 Theme “The Civil Rights Movement, key places, events, and people,” must be incorporated. 

IV. Guidelines

A. The outside cover should be attractive, original, and focus on the civil rights movement.

B. The incorporation of key locations, people, and events is required. 

C. Each scrapbook must include a cover page with the following information:

Name of School or Name of Club /Organization 

Address, City, State

D. Each scrapbook must include a table of contents with page numbers. 

E. Appropriate captions and works cited information should identify each picture or item within the scrapbook. 

F. All text must be legible. Purchased lettering may be used. 

G. The size of the scrapbook must not exceed 18” x 21”.

I. Scrapbook timeline may include only activities from the civil rights movement. 

V. Judging and Scoring

A. The judges’ decisions are final.

B. Judges’ comments will be mailed to the organization/class at the conclusion of the contest. 

C. The following factors will be considered when the entry is judged:

*Adherence to the Procedures and Guidelines sections of this document;

*Creativity and originality; *Correct grammar, spelling, and punctuation;

*Extent to which the scrapbook depicts key places, events, and people from the civil rights movement.
