	Project Summary/Abstract:

The research project will investigate the use of different corn silage hybrids on production and quality measurements.  This research has numerous different functions; 1) it allows students to learn about the field of basic research, 2) provides a link between MSU and the feed industry in the state and nation, and 3) generates data that would be worthy of presentation and publication.
