	Project Abstract/Summary (including results/accomplishments):
Attention Deficit/Hyperactive Disorder is frequently misdiagnosed in adults.  Attention rating scales are currently used in the diagnostic process for adult AD/HD.  The Adult Self-Report Scale (ASRS) is a recently developed tool for screening for Adult AD/HD.  To date, no normative data are available for the ASRS for university of community college students.  As part of the fellowship, we collected and presented initial college psychometric data for the ASRS from adults enrolled at a 4-year university (n=410) and at a regional community college (n=224).  We also evaluated the impact of depression and anxiety on ASRS scores from individuals with and without AD/HD, subclinical depression, and/or anxiety using a quasi-experimental design.  The practical clinical implications of the fellowship work are enhanced applicability and utility of the ASRS for AD/HD screening for college and adult populations.  This research work was funded in part by the Kentucky Statewide EPSCoR program and the Institute for Regional Analysis and Public Policy at Morehead State University.
