
RESEARCH AND CREATIVE PRODUCTIONS COMMITTEE
Purpose
To promote quality University research and creative productions.

Membership
Voting membership of the committee shall consist of two faculty members from each college and a professional librarian selected by the Faculty Senate, and the Associate Provost for Research and Sponsored Programs, who shall vote only in case of a tie.  At least one faculty member shall be a Faculty Senator, but Faculty Senators should not hold a majority of faculty membership on the Committee.  Up to four graduate student members may be appointed annually by the Dean of Graduate and Undergraduate Programs as nonvoting observers.  Faculty members and the librarian shall serve a two‑year nonsuccessive term with one member of each college being replaced each year.  Members of the Committee are not eligible to receive funding for research and creative productions proposals.

Duties and Responsibilities

1.
To promote quality research and creative productions.


2.
To encourage and evaluate grant proposals and make recommendations regarding internal funding for research and creative productions.


3.
To prepare the annual report of research and creative productions.


4.
When assigned, to host the annual Research and Creative Productions Scholars Luncheon.


5.
To solicit and review nominations of faculty for the Distinguished Researcher Award and the Distinguished Creative Productions Award and to recommend the recipients.

The Committee may recommend to the Provost and Executive Vice President the suspension of any of its duties and responsibilities, if necessary for budgetary reasons.

Meetings
Biweekly.  Members missing three consecutive or a total of five regular committee meetings during the academic year will automatically be dropped from committee membership.  After missing two consecutive meetings and/or four regular committee meetings during an academic year, the faculty member/professional librarian will be notified in writing of attendance requirements and/or their standing on the committee.  The Faculty Senate will be asked to appoint a replacement from the same constituency to serve out the unexpired portion of the term.

Officers
Chair – Associate Provost for Research and Sponsored Programs; Vice Chair to be selected by the committee from the membership; Secretarial support provided by the Office of Research and Sponsored Programs.

Reporting Channels
Recommendatory to the Provost and Executive Vice President.
