· assisting the Research and Creative Productions Committee in expediting proposal reviews and promoting quality University research and creative productions

· assisting the Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee in complying with applicable federal, state, and local policies regarding the use of animals in research

· assisting the Institutional Review Board for the Protection of Human Subjects in Research in complying with applicable federal, state, and local policies regarding the use of human subjects in research
